STEP TWO: Repeat the verse
twice with the motions!

“Great
(Jazz hands up)

is the Lord
(point up)

and mighty in power."
(hands on hips)

Psalm 147:5
(open hands like a book)

STEP THREE: Have fun with the activity “Get in the Den’.

What you need:
Pillows and blankets

What you do:
Make a den/fort in your living space using pillows and blankets.

Say, "Let's make a Lion's den like the one in the story! We can use all
these pillows and blankets. Do we need anything else? (Make den/
fort.) Let's crawl inside. We're in the Lion's den! Will the Lions hurt
us? (Pause.) No! The Lions won't hurt us because God is more
powerful than the Lions! God's power can protect us!

Daniel knew that God was more powerful than anything and that
God wanted him to pray. So, he kept praying every day! When the
jealous, grumpy guys saw Daniel, they told the king. This made the
king sad. Because of the law, he had to throw Daniel into the Lion's
den! But God is so powerful that He protected Daniel from the Lions!
God protected Daniel, and He has the power to protect us, too! Who
is powerful? God is powerful!"
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
