ENGAGE IN EVERYDAY MOMENTS TOGETHER

Morning Time

CuddleTime

Cuddle with your child and pray:

Today, we
want to talk to You about...(ask your
child what they want to talk to God
about). We love You, God!”

DriveTime

While on the go, talk about how
we can talk to God about
anything. Then, take turns
thanking God for things you see.

Bathlime

Gather a few small items, like a toy
animal, flower, and person. During
bath time, line the items along the
tub and cover them with a cup.
Each time your child lifts a cup,
say: “We can talk to God about
[name of item].” End saying: “We
can talk to God about anything!”
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
